We will accept your carvings, carving kits, ornaments and/or artwork.  Because of possible space limitations, 
we will display at least five of your items at any time.  Books and magazines have been a popular item and we 
hope you will provide as many as possible. Go through that stash of magazines and books you’ve been 
hoarding and recycle them through us.  Donations are very welcome!   
 
Also on sale at the booth will be MWCA hats, aprons, T-shirts, etc.  We will also be accepting your Christmas 
ornaments for the Good Will-Hinckley Festival of Trees.
