Refocusing on the Eagle Cane Project
aine Wood Carvers Association is taking a fresh look at the Eagle Cane Project. In 2010,
hand-carved and turned eagle head canes will be presented as a token of recognition and
appreciation to Maine' s Disabled Veterans for their service to our country.

In January 2004, while watching a news segment about our wounded post 9-11 veterans, Jack
Nitz, a member of the Eastern Oklahoma Woodcarver’s Association realized that there was
something he as awoodcarver and a cane maker could do to indicate his support and respect for
these young soldiers. He thought the he could carve a symbolic “ presentation” cane.

It soon became apparent that other carvers wanted to become involved. The project has
now spread to woodcarving and woodturning clubsin over 30 states.

In 2008, when Marcia Berkall agreed to be the coordinator of the project in Maine, the Maine
Eagle Cane Project was born. She presented theidea rst to Capital Carversin Windsor. The group
agreed to take on the project, but wanted to be more inclusive, feeling that veterans who sustained
any type of injury in any con ict should be honored for their personal sacri ce.

Marciathen brought the idea to Maine Woodturners to see if they would be able to support
the effort by turning the tenon and beads on the shaft and a small adaptor...and the collaboration
began.

Over the last two years, as on the national level, the project has spread to many of the MWCA
chapters. Woodcarvers from Central Maine to Streaked Mountain have participated in creating
individualized eagle head canes.

Now as we near 2010, the Maine Wood Carvers Association is taking the opportunity of a new
year to refocus on the Eagle Cane Project. A Maine Eagle Cane Project Committee has been
appointed to give organization to the project and to assist the chaptersin their continued efforts. The
Committee will act as a clearinghouse for recipient requests and materias, aswell as, fundraising to
help sustain this worthwhile project. Kits will be put together with an eagle head blank, eyes, cane
tip, hardwood adaptor and cane shaft available to all chapters upon request. Certi cates with the
name of the veteran along with the names of the artisans who create these one-of-a-kind symbol s of
thanks, will be presented with each cane
